Raywood Ash is cultivar of Fraxinus oxycarpa (now known as £ angustifolia)
found growing in Australia as a tall, more upright tree with very fine-textured
leaves. 'Raywood' typically grows 40-50 feet tall with a straight central trunk.
While the cultivar is adapted to Mediterranean climates it is widely used in
cultivation throughout the western United States. Its upright form makes it
well suited for landscape settings requiring clearance under the canopy and
the dense, fine foliage provides terrific shade in summer while its ability to
drop leaves in the fall allows sun access to the site in the cold winter months.
